N. V. Verghese as the Chief Guest of the inaugural session identified the
developments in global trends in education primarily in three stages in the modern
times. The first stage as identified by him was a post second world war period as

in education, its development and growth. The second stage is the transformation
experienced by the educational field as ushered in an era of globalization
particularly since 1980s where mark&ok lead and state withdrew from
educational finding, management and regulation. The third stage, he said, was the
post crisis period i.e. after 2008 in which the state was again called but in the
different format.
