Eligibility Criteria:

a) Candidates who have passed the Certificate Examination of the University of
Delhi in Japanese language or an examination recognized as equivalent thereto are
eligible to apply for admission to the Diploma Course in Japanese language.

b) Candidates who have obtained their Certificate in the language from any other
institution OR one year or more before the year of admission shall be required to

appear in an entrance test. The fee for the entrance test will be INR 500/-.

Course Details:

a) Duration: 150 hours (2 hrs. class to be held thrice a week)

b) All courses in Japanese are affiliated to the Department of Germanic and Romance
Studies, University of Delhi.

¢) Minimum number of students in each batch of Japanese course : 20

Maximum number of students in each batch of Japanese course: 50
