
HASTA LA VISTA – Virtual Farewell

Report/Brief description: The farewell for 2020 batch had to be 

organized virtually given the lockdown constraints. All the final year 

students was sent a virtual farewell invitation card. Most of the 

students attended the farewell and had loads of fun. A powerpoint 

presentation was prepared for the event so that it can be conducted 

successfully. There were 4 rounds on the basis of which various titles 

were awarded. 4 games were also played between rounds so that final 

year students enjoy their virtual farewell without getting bored. 

The event began with the FIRST ROUND- INTRODUCTION & BEST 

COLLEGE MEMORY. Students had to give a brief introduction of 

themselves and narrate their short/best college memory. Everyone 

was filled with nostalgia with eyes full of tears.  

In order to lighten up the mood, a game was played- ‘Tongue 

Twisters’. Everyone was aware about how to play this game. They 

were given few tongue twisters which they were supposed to read out 

5 times without stammering.  

Then came another game- ‘Solve The Riddles’. A few riddles were 

given which were to be answered by the final year students. Students 

were asked to type the answers in the chat box with correct spellings. 

All the riddles were answered correctly by the students. 

The next game was- ‘Guess the Gibberish’. In this game, few gibberish 

texts were written which sounded like the title of any Bollywood 

movie/song/dialogue. Players had to guess the movie/song/dialogue 



and write it in the chat box with the correct spellings. Almost all the 

gibberish texts were guessed correctly. 

Then came ROUND 2- SCAVENGER HUNT. In this round, students were 

given vague description of objects, like a yellow and round thing, 

students had to bring things best suiting the description. Those who 

came first with the right thing were given points. 

Round 2 was followed by ROUND 3- PICTIONARY. In this round, Ms. 

Pratishtha Sehgal was making drawings of things on a white board. The 

final year students had to guess the name of the thing she was 

drawing. Whoever guessed first and correctly was given points. 

The next game was – ‘Guess the Song’. The titles of few Bollywood 

songs were translated to English and the students had to guess the 

real song. All the final year students as well as the department 

teachers enjoyed the game. 

Then came the FINAL ROUND- ROAST YOUR FELLOW. This game had 

to be played in pairs of 2. Best/Good friends were asked to pair up. 

They had to roast each other. Only healthy and decent roasting was 

allowed. Players were given point based on their points.  

Finally the event was brought to an end after awarding titles like Mr. 

and Ms. Farewell, Mr. and Ms. Well Dressed, etc. to the final year 

students. All the students enjoyed the event and felt closer to their 

friends and juniors. The event ended with good luck wishes from 

juniors and faculty members.
